Yet
the canvassers also have increased living costs, plus
higher prices for gasoline.

What is needed is a way that the canvassers can
obtain books at basic printing-house costs—accord-
ing to the pattern done by Farel in GC 231.

A way has been found by which this can be done!
It provides the six essentials needed to bring the
canvassing work back to life—so you can enter (or
reenter) the field—and support yourself and your fam-
ily, as you place the books most needed by the world in
the hands of the people.

First, the books must be extremely high quality.
Second, they must contain the basic Advent messages
needed by the world today. Third, the books should be
filled with extra features which also make them highly
desirable. Fourth, the canvasser must be able to ob-
tain them at the very lowest cost, in boxful quantities,
so he can make a sizeable margin of profit on each book
sold. Fifth, a complete set of adult and children’s colpor-
teur books should eventually be made available to him.
Sixth, there should be a way that new canvassers can
obtain training under experienced colporteurs.

THEHIGHCOST OF BOOK PRODUCTION

3/16 x 6%4) and have low-cost paper and cover.

But when quality book paper is used, and the book size
is increased to 5% x 8, the cost goes up. That is why our
Family Bible Studies costs more than our paperback Bible
Readings.

Then when the books are bound in glossy hardback on
solid boards with an even better binding, the cost goes up
still more. An example is our 5% x 8V, whirlpool nebula
cover, b/w picture Great Controversy.

But the total cost almost doubles when the book size
increases to 7 x 9%. This is because quality book paper is
expensive, and a lot of it is used in our 7 x 9% and 8'%2x 11
books. That is why our Science vs. Evolution and our
English and Spanish Encyclopedias cost so much.

But the price increases even more when full color is
added throughout—and the press runs four colors from
start to finish.

The immensity of this task is mind-boggling; and, con-
sidering the cost, the possibilities really do appear to be
impossibilities. Yet we must push forward.

HOW TO GET STARTED
1 - Plead with God—If you are serious about suc-

ceeding at this work, first, you must enter into a cor-
rect, ongoing relationship with God. Only then can you
have success in placing these outstanding books in the
homes of the people. Plead with God for souls and for
help in knowing how to reach them. As you do this, you
will be drawn into a closer walk with Christ and the
angels which must accompany you as you go out. In ad-
dition, as you do this, you will be “working out your
own salvation with fear and trembling.” When we coop-
erate with God in trying to help others, we ourselves are
more likely to be saved. This new experience and work
will also help your spouse and children see that religion
is real to you, and that it is an experience with God
which they want to have also.

John Knox would go out to work for souls and cry
to God, “Give me Scotland, or I die!” His prayer was
powerfully answered; and, through him, the entire na-
tion was led into Protestantism.

If we would see success in convincing men and
women that they need to read the special truths for this
time, we must take time to plead for help. The more we
feel our insufficiency for the task, the easier it is for
God to help us reach souls. A holy, unseen presence—
the Holy Spirit—will convict hearts that they must have
the books we are presenting to them.

As you pray, begin laying plans to go out with the
books. But, as you do this, do not cease those earnest
prayers! Satan will be at hand to suggest many reasons
why you need to relax and enjoy life, instead of minis-
tering to the needs of others. He will also set obstacles
in your path. But prayer, study of and obedience to God’s
Inspired Word, and determined faith—will bring the help
of angels to your side, as you prepare to step out in this
new work.

2 - Obtain sample copies of our books and can-
vasses—If you do not have copies of them, obtain a single
copy of our Natural Remedies Encyclopedia, Desire of
Ages, and Great Controversy. You may already have a
copy of our Third Edition Encyclopedia. It has a light
blue cover. But you need a copy of our Fourth Edition,
with the house and roses on the front cover, which is
larger in nearly every chapter than the (now out-of-print
and obsolete) Third Edition.

“Canvasses” provide you with ideas of what you can
say as you sell the book, so they are very helpful. Over a
period of time, you will gradually adapt and change your
canvass; but, at the beginning, you need to memorize a
basic canvass. For this reason, and because the Ency-
clopedia will be the center of what you will show in nearly
every home,—we require that you also purchase one or
more of our three How to Sell the Encyclopedia books.
There are three editions: (1) The basic one for the En-
glish Fourth Edition. (2) Two How Sell books for our
Spanish Edition: (2a) A How Sell written in English.
(2b) And a How Sell entirely in Spanish. The Spanish
Encyclopedia requires a separate canvass because it is
paged differently and in a different language. In all three
How Sell versions, the table of contents is on page 3.
You will need to refer to it as you continue reading, be-
low. (Some of our other colporteur helps are listed at
the end of this article.)
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An experienced colporteur focuses on one book and,

1 2 then, somewhat more briefly, mentions the other books

in “the set” (the several books) he is trying to place in
the home.

The Encyclopedia will, for two reasons, be your ba-
sic bread-and-butter book: It will be the book most-
wanted by your prospect, and it will give you the highest
margin of profit. So that is the first book you will usu-
ally present in a home, and the one you will spend the
most time showing. In presenting this book, you have
an immense advantage: It contains a vast quantity of
natural remedies information—covering over 730 dis-
eases and disorders,—most of which is not available
anywhere else! It is a special book which people will
especially want! As you probably know, natural rem-
edies (not poisonous drugs) are the “entering wedge”
and “right arm of the message” that the Spirit of Proph-
ecy told us would enable us to open doors,—so Great
Controversy, and other truth-filled books could be in-
cluded with the Encyclopedia as part of the total sale.

(The second great felt need of many people is for
something in the home which can raise the moral tone
and add a Christian influence—so the marriage will
become harmonious and not break up, and the chil-
dren will become more manageable and godly. So our
Desire of Ages, Great Controversy, Bible Readings, and
the children’s books [soon to be released] will also be in
demand.)

3 - Look over the Encyclopedia—When the books
and canvasses arrive, first scan through the Encyclope-
dia and become somewhat acquainted with it. Then look
over pp. 5-8 (in whichever of the three versions of the
How to Sell the Encyclepedia book you prefer). This
introduces and summarizes the contents and features
in the Encyclopedia. It is astonishing how much worth-
while information is in this one hardback book.

I want you to know that, while writing the Encyclo-
pedia, the present writer earnestly pled with God for
help to know what to put in it, so it would be the most
saleability for colporteurs. Why? —because the back part
is so filled with our basic Advent message—and place-
ment of that in the homes is a major reason why we sell
this book! This is a God-given book—and provided to
us at this final-hour time in history!

Next, read the section in the How Sell book (con-
tents page on p. 3) which is entitled “Preparing to Sell
the Natural Remedies Encyclopedia” (“Cémo Vender la
Enciclopedia™). It will provide you with some important
basic information.

4 - Memorize the Encyclopedia canvass—Then
begin memorizing the canvass in our How to Sell the
Encyclopedia booklet. (The English Fourth Edition can-
vass is on pp. 19-24. The English version of the Span-
ish Encyclopedia is on pp. 20-26. The Spanish only
version is pp. 22-28.)

The canvass is not complicated and consists of three
things: showing the prospect the front cover, then open-
ing to several places inside the book, and showing the
back cover. Then silent pray while awaiting their response.
Then, if there is hesitation, give additional “closes.” That

is it. The process is not complicated. But the experi-
ence needed to do it very well takes time.

Begin by reading over the canvass a couple times.
Then, starting through the canvass, read a paragraph
and then look away and try to repeat what you have read.
Have a copy of the Encyclopedia nearby. Do this till you
have become loosely acquainted with the entire canvass.

Now, again alone in the room, begin to practice say-
ing your canvass out loud as you show the book. As you
do this, you will frequently have to turn the book open-
ing toward you and then away from you. (The ideal is to
hold the open book facing toward the prospect, who nor-
mally would be sitting directly in front of you.) Gradu-
ally arrive at the point where you do not have to turn the
book toward you in order [1] to locate the page you are
turning to, [2] to point at a certain place on a page, or
run your finger down along a portion of the column or
across the page as you speak. There are few things which
you will quote from the book. You will memorize these
sentences.

As you practice repeating the canvass out loud to
an imaginary person in front of you, you will frequently
need to stop, retrace and do part again, or check on
something, before continuing on with your canvass. Put
expression into it. Say it meaningful.

In other words, practice, practice, practice. Breaks
between practice are also good; for, when you return to
the practice, making yourself say it again after an ab-
sence will have the effect of sharpening your memory of
it all as you try to give the canvass again.

Then begin giving the canvass to someone in your
home or a kindly friend nearby.

5 - Learn about the approaches and closes—It is
extremely important that you learn the door approaches
(what you say at the door in order to gain an entrance
into the home) and closes (what you say in order to
initially clinch the sale and after they give you hesita-
tion, waits, or turndowns.)

Before going out and practicing at actual homes, you
next need to thoughtfully read through the following sec-
tions in the How Sell book: “Closes,” “Other Helps,”
“Approaches and Replies,” and “Other Matters” (English
4th edition: pp. 24-44; English of the Spanish version:
PP- 26-40; Spanish of the Spanish: pp. 28-45).

Additional information is given in the Colporteur
Handbook: Selling principles are found on pp. 55-76,
and 466-490. Dozens of approaches, replies, and closes
are given on pp. 199-402. (In addition, canvasses (pri-
marily for paperbacks) are found on pp. 77-198, 404-
414, and 436-465.)

As you practice, you are gradually becoming filled
with your subject and increasingly having little difficulty
talking about it. Instead of a hesitant tone, you are de-
veloping a calm assurance as you speak that shows en-
thusiasm and belief that this is a book the prospect
should have. When you first start out, you are giving all
your attention to what to say, where to turn in the book,
where to point, and what to do next.

But, when you become thoroughly drenched in your
canvass and have repeatedly given it,—a marvelous
change begins to occur. Instead of focusing on the me-



chanics of what to say and do, you now can put a stead-
ied certainty into your words and a relaxed confidence
in your voice and demeanor—which relaxes the pros-
pect and gives them confidence in what you say! In addi-
tion, freed from worrying about your words, you can
notice—and even anticipate—your prospect’s responses,
and how to reply to them. Lastly, you can recognize ways
you can improve and also new, improved patterns of
giving the approaches, canvasses, and closes.

6 - Do some practice runs—Go out and knock on
some doors. Keep in mind that you cannot lose when
you do this! Every failure, every flaw discovered, every
lesson learned, every improvement needed to be made—
means more success later! Keep praying and keep think-
ing. What mistakes did you make? How could you have
done that better?

You may want to quit working early and go home
and rest, and pray and think through how it went. Do
it. You do not want to push yourself to exhaustion, till
you feel like giving up. To begin with, you may only want
to go out half a day. This is not a problem; since, so far,
you have not quit your present job.

But if you are currently unemployed, then you may
have to spend the whole day at it. Be sure to get a full
night's sleep—without exception. Earnest prayer will
bring help. You will experience providential sales and
encouraging experiences, which will tell you that God is
by your side.

Keep reviewing the approaches and closes in the How
Sell book and Colporteur Handbook. Gradually, you will
keep improving your canvasses and closes.

You can repay me for providing you these books at
bottom prices, by sending me a copy of canvasses that
you develop or obtain copies of, and your best colpor-
teur stories. I will print them without giving your name
or location. They will greatly help and encourage others.
Colporteuring, by its very nature, is a cooperative effort.

7 - When should you go full time?—If you are al-
ready retired, you are ready for action. But, if you are
employed, the question is when should you quit your
job and go into canvassing full time?

Earnestly pray for guidance. Our kind Father will
lead you. It may be best to only go out part time, and
gradually build experience at successful selling. Then,
when deeply convicted to do so and you are succeeding
in canvassing, should you quit a job that might be diffi-
cult to replace. Perhaps I am suggesting too much cau-
tion. Let God guide you. I recall one extremely success-
ful colporteur who told me it took him six months be-
fore he spoke with ease and assurance and really began
making sales. The most experienced, successful can-
vassers have a calm, relaxed, assurance about them.
That is the objective, and it will only be achieved as you
give the canvasses in so many homes that you gain ex-
perience.

Something else that will help encourage you to keep
going out is to allocate a portion of your profits to the
purchase of missionary paperbacks to hand out. In this
way, even when you are not making sales, you are still
succeeding! This helps you keep pushing onward, to go to
one home after another.

Keep praying, keep working, and the angels will go
with you. They are as interested in your success as you
are, and they will guide you to the right homes and im-
press the minds of the people to purchase your books.

I don’'t know if you have listened to some of
the news lately, and seen some of the things that
are happening in politics. But gradually, day by
day, and one by one, they're taking away the free-
doms we have; including freedom of religion.

It shows the conflict that's soon to come.
You have a chapter here, Scriptures a Safeguard,
which deals with the importance of taking time
to study with the Lord each day.

I'd like to share a little thought with you. It's
over here in this chapter on page 824:

“But God will have a people upon the earth to
maintain the Bible, and the Bible only, as the stan-
dard of all doctrines and the basis of all reforms.
The opinions of learned men, the deductions of
science, the creeds or decisions of ecclesiastical
councils, as numerous and discordant as are the
churches which they represent, the voice of the
majority—not one nor all of these should be re-
garded as evidence for or against any point of reli-
gious faith. Before accepting any doctrine or pre-
cept, we should demand a plain ‘Thus saith the
Lord’ in its support.”

And, you know, I appreciate what you said
earlier about how you like to stick with the
Bible. And this is something I've come to ap-
preciate myself, for I've been a Christian for
____years now.

And here is a chapter I urge you to read with
a special purpose in your heart. It is called The
Final Warning. You'll notice here that it's based
on Revelation 18 and Revelation 14, and this is
a chapter that shares with us how the Lord has
one last message for the inhabitants of the earth.

I don’'t know if you remember in the Bible
about Noah's Ark. The Bible says that it took
Noah 120 years to build the Ark. But the day
came when; he said it was time to get on that
boat!

You know, this chapter here is pretty much
like that. The Lord is preparing to come back,
and He’s urging people to get ready. It's time to



get on the boat again!

And as you read this, please read it with a
prayer in your heart.

A chapter that thrills me more than any oth-
ers is one that is right here.

“‘And every creature which is in heaven, and on
the earth, and under the earth, and such as are in
the sea, and all that are in them, heard I saying,
Blessing, and honor, and glory, and power, be unto
Him that sitteth upon the throne, and unto the
Lamb for ever and ever.” Revelation 5:13.”

And just beyond is the last paragraph:

“The great controversy is ended. Sin and sin-
ners are no more. The entire universe is clean. One
pulse of harmony and gladness beats through the
vast creation. From Him who created all, flow life
and light and gladness, throughout the realms of
illimitable space. From the minutest atom to the
greatest world, all things, animate and inanimate,
in their unshadowed beauty and perfect joy, de-
clare that God is love.”

And, you know, this is a book that will help
you understand the love of God—and help you
see how He’s coming back very soon for His
children. It is a home that He wants each of us
to have for our own.

[Brings out hardback book and shows front

The appearance
of this book is a fine, blue, shiny, hardbound
volume of 960 pages.

[To title page] It has great suspense, because
of the people who lost their lives that kept the
purity of the faith. They were known as Protes-
tants against paganism, and its influence in the
church. This mixture of church and state, that
came about, brought about many woes and com-
promises to the purity of the faith. It was a time
of great torment for God’s people.

[To 32-33] It starts with the destruction of
Jerusalem, and [thumb through Reformation
chapters] includes all the great Reformers of
the Protestant Reformation.

[To 420-421] The pope’s reign, just like pre-
dicted in the Bible, was exactly 1260 years, and
[422] ended when the pope was taken prisoner
by Napoleon’'s general, Berthier, with the sword
and later died.

ger could not go, and that it would call the attention of
many to the important events to occur in the closing
scenes of the world’s history.”—Letter 1, 1890 (Colpor-
teur Ministry, p. 128).

“I was moved by the Spirit of God to write that book,
and while working upon it I felt a great burden upon my
soul. I knew that time was short, that the scenes which are
soon to crowd upon us would at the last come very sud-
denly and swiftly.”—Letter 1, 1890 (Colporteur Ministry,
p. 127).

“I write from fifteen to twenty pages each day. It is now
eleven o’clock, and I have written 14 pages of manuscript
for Volume Four . . As I write upon my book, I feel in-
tensely moved. I want to get it out as soon as possible,
for our people need it so much. I shall complete it next
month if the Lord gives me health as He has done. I have
been unable to sleep nights, for thinking of the important
things to take place. Three hours and sometimes five is the
most sleep I get. My mind is stirred so deeply I cannot rest.
Write, write, write, I feel that I must, and not delay.”—Let-
ter 11, 1884 (February 19, 1984).

THE 1888 EDITION

“About this time when the new [second] edition of Vol-
ume Four [the 1888 Great Controversy] came from the
press, the new book, Bible Readings, was introduced. This
book had a great sale, and has been permitted to swallow

up every other interest. Canvassers found it an easy book to
handle, and Volume Four was kept out of the field. I felt
that this was not right. I knew that it was not right, because
it was not in harmony with the light which God had given
me.”—B.L., 1890.

“I do not demerit Bible Reading. It is a book which
will do a great amount of good, but it can never take the
place the Lord designed that Volume Four should have in
the world and among our people. I have spread before
them the light of heaven in that book.”—E-25a, 1889.

“The keeping of Great Controversy from the field
has done a work that men will have to answer for in the
judgment.”—Manuscript 64, 1894.

“For nearly two years the book [Great Controversy]
containing warnings and instructions from the Lord, given
especially for this time, has been lying in our publishing
houses, and no one feels the necessity or the importance
of bringing it to the people. Brethren, how long am I to
wait for you to get the burden? Now Volume One, or
Patriarchs and Prophets, is ready for circulation, but even
for this book I would not allow Volume Four to remain
longer as a light under a bushel. I am in sore distress of
mind, but who of my brethren cares for this?

“Has the Lord moved upon my mind to prepare this
work to be sent everywhere, and is He moving upon my
brethren to devise plans which shall bar the way so that the
light which He has given me shall be hid in our publishing
houses instead of shining forth to all who will receive it? . .
If the Lord has light for His people, who shall put up barri-
ers so that the light shall not reach them?”—B.L., 1890.

“Light was in that book which came from Heaven;
but what account will those men have to give to God for
the little faith and confidence manifested in that book
that the warnings should not come to the people when
they should have had them.”—0-55, 1894.

THE 1911 EDITION

“A few day ago I received a copy of the new edition of
the book, Great Controversy, recently printed at Mountain
View, and also a similar copy printed at Washington. The
book pleases me. I have spent many hours looking through
its pages, and I see that the publishers have done good work.

“The book, Great Controversy, I appreciate above
silver or gold, and I greatly desire that it shall come
before the people. While writing the manuscript of Great
Controversy I was often conscious of the presence of the
angels of God. And many times the scenes about which I
was writing were presented to me anew in visions of the
night, so that they were fresh and vivid in my mind.”—W-
55, 1911 (Letter 56, 1911, the second of the above two
paragraphs is in Colporteur Ministry, p. 128).

The fulfillment of some of the predictions will inspire faith
that others will also come to pass, and when the earth is
lightened with the glory of the Lord in the closing work,
many souls will take their position on the command-
ments of God as the result of this agency.”—Manuscript
31, 1890 (Colporteur Ministry, pp. 128-129).

The first two
paragraphs, especially, should be spoken
in a calm, meaningful, almost reverent tone.

In most instances, only a
skeptic or atheist will not want to hear what
you have to present. The following canvass
is far more complete than you will need.
But the points will help you, as in your can-
vasses you open to various pictures.

[Front cover] This is the Desire of Ages. [1;
title page] It is “the most beautiful book ever
written on the life of Christ,” - and this is one
of the most beautiful editions of it ever printed.

[Pointing] In addition to reverently telling the
complete story of the life of Christ, it contains
104 Bible studies about Him - at the end of
chapters.

[3] “For God so loved the world, that He
gave us His only begotten Son.” We can never
thank Him enough for what He has done.

[Across to 4] Unlike other books, this one
has Bible stories for the whole family. It also
contains 4 maps.

[Thumb through the table of contents] Birth
to manhood, His early ministry, in Judea, in
Galillee, [10] the final week,—and [11] the five
trials and crucifixion. His resurrection and as-
cension. [12] The book concludes with three
indexes, including a special Bible Study Index.

[13] There are 126 beautiful illustrations
[over to 14] in this handsome volume.

[Note: Because there are so many beautiful
illustrations and quotations in this book, you
do well to turn to several page openings with
especially nice pictures, comment on them, and
read a little from one or two outstanding para-
graphs. Unlike any other Desire of Ages ever
produced, this new edition has all the most beau-
tiful paragraphs lightly sidelined on the outside
margins. Here are only a few of the outstand-
ing pictures and quotations. You will not,
of course, use all of them. But, having read
them here, you will be greatly helped as you

come across them again, as you present the
book to the prospect.]

[52-53] “The Fullness of Time.” Did you
know that the very time that Christ would begin
His ministry was predicted nearly 550 years ear-
lier? This beautiful painting shows the angel
Gabriel explaining this to the prophet Daniel. [54-
55] The year of His death was also foretold.

[62-63] This painting portrays the angel
Gabriel announcing to Mary that she was to
have a Son. Notice that there are Scripture ref-
erences in the chapter, so you can read the story
from your own Bible.

[66-67] The shepherds worshiping Christ,
who is a babe in a manger, inside a stable for
animals.

[80-81] In this exquisite painting, we see the
Wise Men as they journeyed. They had to travel
by night, so they could follow the star.

[94-95] A picture of young Jesus, helping
Joseph saw wood, while Mary watches from
nearby.

[102-103] Just as His parents enter the
room, they see Jesus, at the age of twelve, in-
structing the leading men of the nation.

[134-135] As an example for us, Jesus is
baptized.

[160-161] Isn’t this an exquisite painting of
our Lord and Saviour?

[200-201] In this painting, Jesus is speak-
ing to Nicodemus, who visited Him one evening.
Some of Christ's deepest truths were given to
Nicodemus that night. This chapter explains them.

Many of the most beautiful paragraphs in
the book, which draw the soul close to God,
have been lightly sidelined, so you and your
loved ones will be able to more easily find them
in time of difficulty or discouragement.

We must look and live.”
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[212-213] John the Baptist instructing the
people and warning them to flee from sin.

[218-219] Christ meets a woman at a well,
and explains how she can have eternal life. This
is an encouraging story.

[232-233] A wealthy man arrives to ask Jesus
to heal His son. But then he hesitates, wonder-
ing whether Christ can really help him.

[235:1b-2] Speaking about this wealthy man,
here is another of these sidelined passages which
speaks to our heart:

If you wish to sell other colporteur books, instead
of ours, that is fine.

HOW FAREL AND HIS COLPORTEURS
DID IT—When William Farel was older, and
living up in mountain country, he worked
with helpers and prepared books for colpor-
teurs. Because Farel arranged for these

books to be printed in large quantities—and
then supplied to canvassers at the lowest
cost,—the colporteurs were able to carry
them throughout the towns and country-
side, selling them everywhere!

“His [Farel’s] later years were spent here [in Swit-
zerland], yet he continued to exert a decided influ-
ence [in extending the 16th century Reformation] . .
With the assistance of other exiles, the writings of the
German Reformers were translated into the French
language and, together with the French Bible, were
printed in large quantities. By colporteurs these
works were sold extensively in France. They were
furnished to the colporteurs at a LOW PRICE,
and thus the profits of the work enabled them
to continue it.”—Great Controversy, 231.

If Farel and his colporteurs did that back
then,—then we can do it today!

Use this songbook to help close sales!

Keep a Time for Singing in your bag; and, as a
close, bring it out and show its outstanding features
as a way family worship can be started in the home
again.

It is a book which is best tossed in, to help sell
the other, more expensive books. You can afford to
let the prospect have these books at your cost price
(including shipping to you). In boxful amounts, we
provide these songbooks to you at a very low price so
you can do this.

In homes where the prospect wants to return the
family to Christianity, this book offer will help clinch
sales you might otherwise lose.

You will probably want to adapt and shorten the
following canvass. But it is given here so you will un-
derstand the full coverage and features of the book,
so you can better present them to the prospect.

[Front cover] This is Time for Singing. It is hand-
somely bound in a durable maroon, leatheroid, crinkled
cover, with gold-stamping. It is a standard 7 x 9 hymnal
size, and is used in many churches.

[Open to red page, and then to 1 (title page), point-
ing] “Old-fashioned songs for the little flock, as they travel
the narrow way to the City of God.” —This is a book
which can help you save your family and help return
family worships to your home.

Notice that “only time-tested songs of yesteryear are
included.” —Only the best church hymns and gospel
songs are in this book!

It has “170 worship hymns, 170 evangelistic” and
Sunday School “songs, and 80 children’s songs.” —There
are songs here for everybody, even the little ones!

What better way is there to prepare our children for
heaven, than to have Christian singing in the home!

[Flip through the book] See how nicely the songs
are printed and arranged. Both words and music. Nice
large print size. And notice this:

[Curve the entire pagination slightly, so the black
tabs on the edges of the pages will show.] The entire
book is divided into three sections, each of which you
can easily turn to. Here is the first:

[Open to first section opening, “Worship Hymnal.”]
[pointing] It shows you the main sections of songs.

[Flip through some pages, pausing here and there]
All the outstanding, old-time hymns are here! All the
best ones!

[Curve the book sideways again, so prospect can
see it and open to the second section] “Evangelistic
Songbook.” Outstanding songs for Sunday School, re-

vival meetings, and other gatherings. [Flip pages through
a few of the songs, pausing when seems best.]

[Open to the third section. “Children’s Songbook”
Only the best for the children! Their own songbook,
tucked in back of the one for the big folk.

Look at these different themes for the children to
sing about: “It all begins at home,” “Coming to Jesus
and trusting in Him,” “Living for Jesus,” “Working for
Jesus,” “Temptation and Obedience,” “Prayer,” —and
more beside. This is what you want them to be singing,
don’'t you? [Flip through a few of the songs, pausing once
or twice.]

[Turn to the back, very close to the end, 430] This
is a high-quality hymn book, with four indexes, so you
can find whatever you are looking for.

First, an “Index to Authors and Composers.” Then
[turn to 435] the “Topical Index.” This is an outstand-
ing aid in helping you find exactly the right song for the
occasion. [Turn the pages to 440] Here, in larger print,
is the children’s own song index. And [442] here is the
“Combined Index.” It is arranged so both first lines and
choruses are indexed, and you can tell whether it is in
the church hymnal or gospel song section.

[Last page, 448] Here is another feature which is
only found in the highest quality hymnals: These are
“Benedictions” which the pastor or speaker can pro-
nounce on the congregation at the close of a worship
service.

[Closing the book, you look down at it and quickly
notice the edge lines, indicating where the second sec-
tion begins (“Evangelistic Songbook”). You immediately
open to just beyond it and lay the open book in the
hands of the prospect (with, of course, the book facing
him). You will have opened to somewhere between #171
to #177. (Practice ahead of time, so you can consis-
tently open only to between 172-177. These are special
appeal songs which reach the heart.) As he looks down
at the book at the words, you say:]

THEIMPORTANCE OF THECHART

Back the 1960s, canvassers were supplied with two
paper charts which they could show to prospects and
tell them that, if they purchased the set of books—both
wall charts would be theirs free of charge, to encourage
and inspire their family. I do not recall their exact word-
ing of the charts, but it went something like this:

One chart was entitled, “What Little Boys are Made
of,” and contained a little ditty about how a boy always
has a frog in one pocket, a candy bar in another, a
rumpled shirt, pants that need washing, and bare feet.

The other chart proclaimed at the top, “What Little
Girls are Made of. This one said girls have angel hair,
dimpled cheeks, upturned noses, and are made of ev-
erything sweet and nice. But, really now, is this our mes-
sage to the world?

Harvestime Books has something far better for you
to present to families: Our Ten Commandment Charts
have breathtaking background beauty, coupled with
the wording of the Ten Commandments in large print.

Each sheet is 18 inches wide by 25 inches tall. At
the top, in large print are the words “And God spalke all
these words, saying I am the Lord thy God.”

HOW TO MAKE THE DISPLAY TUBE

You can store these charts in the flat cardboard in
which they are shipped. But how can you bring a chart
into the home and display it to the prospect? One
canvasser showed me an excellent way to do this:

He purchased a piece of 2-inch white PVC (plastic)
drain pipe from a building supply store. Then he sawed
off a 20-inch length, and glued a PVC cap over one end.
(He also purchased a piece of colorful wallpaper and
wrapped it around the outside of the pipe, but you do
not need to do this.) Next, he carefully glued the top of
one of our Ten Commandment Charts to the outside
of the pipe. He then rolled it up and slipped a rubber
band over one end.

He also rolled up another chart and stored it inside
the tube. The finished product looked very nice in ap-
pearance.

HOW TO PRESENT THIS CHART
TOTHEPROSPECT

Inside the prospect’s home, he will, at an appro-
priate time, unroll the chart and show it to the pros-
pect, saying something like this:

“I will give you one of these charts free of charge, to
display here in your home, with your purchase of this
book [this fine set of books].” A rolled-up chart inside
the tube would be given to the prospect. These charts
are so inexpensive, that you can give two or three to the
prospect, so he can post them at his church or church
school. In quantities, each one is 65 cents, ppd.
